Jeremiah 29.1, 4-7

Jeremiah’s Letter to the Exiles in Babylon

29 These are the words of the letter that
the prophet Jeremiah sent from Jerusa-
lem to the remaining elders among the
exiles, and to the priests, the prophets,
and all the people, whom Nebuchadnez-
zar had taken into exile from Jerusalem to
Babylon.

REFLECTION FROM THE RECTORY

As you will be aware, the long process of
appointing a new Archbishop of Canterbury has
now come to an end, and Dame Sarah Mullally has
been appointed, the previous Bishop of London.
Please do pray for Sarah as she takes on this most
demanding role in a turbulent time for the Anglican
church. There are many who are celebrating her
appointment as the first ever woman in this role,
but there are certainly other considerations too,
and | have to admit to being a little disappointed
that this process took so long to decide on a person
who is in effect merely a continuity candidate.
Dame Sarah was already the third most senior role
in the church of England and shares much in
common with Justin Welby in her support for same
sex blessings and perhaps even more
controversially, for the ‘pro-choice’ stand on
abortion. Her appointment has drawn criticism
from GAFCON, the worldwide global movement for
orthodox Anglicans, and demonstrates how little
regard is given to those Anglicans outside the
confines of the Church of England. Her term as
Archbishop will be relatively short given her age,
and some suggest, will be focused on ‘steadying
the ship’ as the furore over LLF and historic
safeguarding failures settles down. | would have
loved to have seen someone appointed outside of
the privileged metropolitan elite, and its emphasis
on managerialism, but sadly that is for another
day. Of course for most of us in parish work, who
happens to be Archbishop is of little practical
concern, and we continue to trust that God is at
work around us in all kinds of new ways, as we
faithfully proclaim him to the people we serve.
